Proposal for a Meeting on Literacy Practices and Consolidated Methods.

MEC Venezuela and the Samuel Robinson Foundation


At the global level, an interest has been taken in solving the problem of illiteracy as a fundamental requirement to construct a truly social democratic society.  The United Nations declared in 2003 the decade of literacy and, with that, established the goal of improving literacy levels by 50% with special attention to women to promote their pursuit of continuing education.


Nevertheless, it is impossible to try and carry out these multilateral literacy initiatives from an organizational or national standpoint without paying attention to the increase of social exclusion that worsens daily.


The Organization of American States should disseminate honest and reliable information about the current circumstances and the successful literacy practices so that each and every member state in the organization may be able to generate synergies and establish exchange and transfer agreements.  Such synergies will allow countries to aspire for successes as significant as those achieved in the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, which has declared itself “An Illiteracy-Free Country”  in two years.  


After systematizing the experiences from across the continent, we propose a meeting on consolidating literacy methods and practices.  This forum would facilitate and promote and open evaluation of results and set into motion plans for the use of the best tools as well as desired conditions.
