1. Needs a detailed budget along with its distributive break down among the

project’s activities.

2. The budget should include information about any counterpart funding available for the project.

3. Needs to make clear how this project will link or relate to previous or ongoing OAS initiatives in this area.

4. At some point, will this project become tied in or coordinated with the School Network Project of Mexico?

5. Would need to explain more fully the project’s impact and outcomes and specify the mechanism for monitoring and evaluating the project’s progress.

6. Needs to include the results or an evaluative report on the pilot initiative that preceded this project proposal.  Include background research on effectiveness of online teacher training programs to help build the project’s case.

7. Needs to clarify the responsibilities and duties to be assumed by each of the participating countries and universities.

8. Needs to explain more fully the project’s goals and objectives.

1. This project is conceived as a part of the hemispheric initiative for teacher training.

3. Needs to include the results or an evaluative report on the pilot project that preceded this project proposal.

4. Needs a detailed budget and its distribution among the project’s activities.

5. Needs further explanation as to how the School Network Project of Mexico can be transferred to the Caribbean context.
