· The main priority of Ukraine's foreign policy at this time is to end the ongoing Russian aggression and fully restore Ukraine’s sovereignty and territorial integrity, including ending Russia’s illegal occupation of Crimea. 
· Ukraine’s key foreign policy priorities include:
· European integration aimed at becoming a full-fledged member of the European Union (Ukraine and the EU signed Association Agreement in 2014, which includes Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area);
· Euro-Atlantic integration – deepening cooperation with NATO aimed at reaching the criteria of membership in the Alliance; 
· Developing strategic partnership with the United States of America, the European Union, other key international partners; 
· Active engagement with the United Nations (UN), particularly in light of Ukraine’s non-permanent membership in the UN Security Council in 2016-17, with the OSCE and other international organizations;
· Effective participation in the global economy, promoting economic expansion of Ukrainian goods and services, particularly to new markets in Latin America, the Middle East, Asia, and Africa; 
· Protecting and providing assistance to Ukrainians living abroad, and working closely with the Ukrainian Diaspora.

· Ukraine maintains Embassies in Argentina, Brazil, Canada, Cuba, Mexico, Peru and the United States.
