Integrity Pacts have historically been formalised through 
a public agreement comprising the following core 
elements:

• Commitments by contracting authorities and 
suppliers

• Independent civil society monitoring mechanism

• Dispute resolution mechanisms and sanctions

The Integrity Pact is a type of project-based collective action initiative, conceived by 
Transparency International in the 1990s, that aims to foster good governance and prevent 
corruption in public procurement.
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INTEGRITY PACT IN HONDURAS: 
PROCUREMENT OF MEDICINES
• First phase: 2017 – 2019, second phase: 

2019-2021.

• Partners: Ministry of Health and the 
CSO, Asociación por una Sociedad más 
Justa (ASJ).

• Outcomes:
o Increased capacity of 200+ public officials.

o Increase competition, from 19 suppliers to 
over 40 suppliers.

o Tamed inflation of the medicines’ prices.

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OPPORTUNITIES FOR OPEN CONTRACTING
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• Public procurement continues being a critical area 
for corruption the region.

• CoSP Resolution 10/9 “Promoting transparency and 
integrity in public procurement in  support of the 2030 
Agenda for Sustainable Development”.

• Higher data interoperability connecting different 
databases (political finance and BOT).

• Stricter measures for suppliers.

• Complement increased transparency through 
open contracting, with stronger accountability 
measures (civic monitoring and collaboration with 
SAIs).
