AG/RES. 2366 (XXXVIII-O/08)
SUPPORT FOR THE COMMITTEE FOR THE ELIMINATION OF ALL FORMS OF 
DISCRIMINATION AGAINST PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES

(Adopted at the fourth plenary session, held on June 3, 2008)

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

BEARING IN MIND:


The Inter-American Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities, adopted in Guatemala on June 7, 1999, which entered into force on September 14, 2001, and has been ratified by 17 member states; and


Resolution AG/RES. 2263 (XXXVII-O/07), “Support for the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities”;


HAVING SEEN the report on the First Meeting of the Committee, held on February 28 and March 1, 2007, in Panama City, Republic of Panama (CEDDIS/doc.28/07); and


CONSIDERING that the states parties to the Convention have submitted their comments on the national reports, which will make it possible to hold the Second Meeting of the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities in the second half of 2008; and considering the offer of Brazil to host said meeting,

RESOLVES:

1.
To express its satisfaction with the progress made in the work of the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities; and to encourage it to convene its Second Meeting during the second half of 2008 to facilitate preparation of the report on the progressive implementation of the Convention, especially Article VI thereof, and Article 20 of the Committee’s Rules of Procedure, which, in turn, would make it possible to submit that report to the General Assembly for information at its thirty-ninth regular session.

2.
To reiterate the importance of contributing to the specific fund for voluntary contributions entitled “Specific Fund for the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities,” in order to supplement financing for the activities of the Committee and its Technical Secretariat and to allow for the participation of representatives appointed by those states parties that, owing to special circumstances, cannot finance such participation.


3.
To request the Secretary General to continue, through the Department of International Law, which is the Technical Secretariat of the Committee, supporting the tasks assigned to the Committee.

4.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its thirty-ninth regular session on the implementation of this resolution, the execution of which shall be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
