g‘%’ Framing the Conversation
The objective of this roundtable was to share the educational and regulatory policies, tools, and experiences of the countries
of the region in promoting quality education grounded in inclusion and equity in contexts of change.
The dialogue consisted of two work sessions that served as the starting point for learning about and broadening the
possibilities of addressing this issue through the design of future public policies to promote inclusion and equity in education
by means of a comprehensive approach that recognizes, respects, and values diversity. The call for participation in this
dialogue was issued under Project #13 of the CIE 2019-2022 Work Plan under the leadership of the National Ministry of

Education of Colombia.

Common Elements in the Region
The persistent challenge of ensuring that all teachers
have adequate training to support processes that
recognize the diversity of the population and promote
inclusion.
Education and training of educators in topics related to
inclusion and equity.
Diversification and strengthening of ministry web
resources.
Coordination of efforts to promote the completion of
education.
Design and implementation of self-learning guides or
independent work.
Implementation of socioemotional support strategies.

Openness to intercultural educational systems.
Approach to diversity and inclusion through a broad
definition of the concept, including the population
that has not had access to education or has not
completed it.

Going beyond traditional formats and interacting with
students through other means, such as virtual
learning.

Implementation of mixed instructional modalities.
Mainstreaming cultures and inclusive educational
practices and policies beyond the specific conditions
of the student body.

Timely knowledge of the local situation and its
educational inclusion needs.

Differentiating Elements
Development of inclusive educational models.
Communication and linkage strategies that promote
intersectoral inclusion.

The centrality of the person and the right to an
education as the framework of the educational system.
Approaches based on the demands of the public,
especially persons with disabilities.

Establishment of international cooperation agreements
on issues of human mobility to support migrants or
displaced persons.

Internet access in school cafeterias to bridge the
connectivity gap.

Introduction of the concept of learning and analysis
based on the concept of inclusion, equity, and diversity
(territorial coordination).

Promotion of accessibility across the board in all
educational proposals.

An inclusive and culturally and linguistically relevant
approach.

Conclusions and Next Steps
As a result of this dialogue, it was emphasized that the main point is supporting diversity through a comprehensive,
interinstitutional, and intersectoral approach, as well as educational reforms for the introduction of inclusive models.
In follow-up to this dialogue, the contributions and input were systematized in a document, and it was noted that other
events were expected to be held to provide continuity for collaborative work and co-construction of knowledge about
elements that could eventually become recommendations and aspects to consider in this area.
