CIE and Technical Secretariat Comments and Questions for the Centers of Excellence for Teacher Training Proposal from the USA

CIE Comments and Questions

 The CIE has the following comments regarding the project proposal submitted by the US Department of State.

1. There seems to be no other member state contributing to this project, as well as no counterpart funding indicated.

2. The project’s objectives need to be made clear.  This project raises sensitive issues;  the issue of creating private-public partnerships in teacher training may be questionable to some member states.  Also, the project should include several examples of successful private-public partnerships in teacher training, if any.  One particular model should not be emphasized more than others.

3. How does this project relate to the hemispheric project on teacher training?

4. Is the proposed budget really sufficient for translating and printing the training and guide manuals?

5. What is the rationale of this project and why is it significant? Is there any background information available that would support this project’s purpose and rationale and to build its case?

6. What are the exact roles and responsibilities to be played by the contractors?

7. Are there any risks associated with this project?  If so, state them.

8. Is there a demand for this type of project, and will it fulfill a critical or particular need for improving teacher training in the hemisphere?

9. Please provide a clear mechanism for project monitoring and evaluation.

Technical Secretariat Comments and Questions

The Technical Secretariat has the following comments and questions regarding the project proposal submitted by the US Centers of Excellence for Teacher Training (CETTs).

1. The proposal is incomplete and does not include a budget.

2. The roles of the participants, especially that of the US Department of Education, have not been specified.

3. The proposal lacks clarity and requires further development.  One questions the extent to which the project is about how to form public-private partnerships to support education, and to what extent it is about the CETTs and how to make them sustainable.
