subject Staff Members' Participation in the Retirement and Pension Plan and the Provident Fund

Based on the recommendation of the Retirement and Pension Committee, I have approved the following provisions which shall be effective as of January 1, 1986. The provisions allow for the participation in the Retirement and Pension Plan of certain staff member who previously were unable to participate. Under the new policy, as articulated in this Directive, only those staff members who fall within the provisions established in 1(a), (b), and (c) below will participate in the Provident Fund. All other staff members will participate in the Retirement and Pension Plan.

Participants in the Provident Fund
a)
Staff members who have been contracted on a short-term contract, if the period of their previous service when added to the period of their prospective service under a proposed contract, does not exceed twelve months of continuous service. 

b) Staff members who have been contracted on a part-time basis.

c) Staff members, who, although eligible to participate in the Retirement and Pension Plan, have commenced their employment on dates other than the eligible dates for entering that Plan.  These staff members shall participate in the Provident Fund until the next eligible date for entering into the Pension Plan.
